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Thank God, Jesus is alive! 
 

And yet, is life really any different?  Some folks 

give up on God because despite the Resurrec-

tion the world is a harsh place in which to live, 

and it seems life doesnôt really change.  I imagine what it was like for 

those first followers, too.  Though they got to see him alive again, did 

their lives, their everyday living lives, really change?  They still had to 

face the oppressive Roman government.  Their friends still got sick.  

Relationships still ended; children still had to be raised.  They still had 

to go to work on Monday! 

 

And so do we.   

 

But those first followers faced Monday with a renewed sense that God 

still keeps commitments.  Godôs promises are forever, and God is     

always true to a promise.  Nothing can separate us from God.  Nothing! 

 

Not even time. 

 

So, though we all had to face another Monday after Easter, we all do so 

with a renewed sense that in time, we will know the fullness of Godôs 

promise.  Just as we have seen that promise renewed that Resurrection 

morning.  Nothing will stop God from bringing all life together.  And 

though I donôt know when that will be, and I donôt know how many 

more Mondays after Easter we have to get through, we face them with 

a renewed faith in God through the Risen Jesus Christ. 

 

Whatever you face, may you do so with that renewed faith.  No matter 

how many Mondays are ahead of you, they are always Mondays after 

Easter.  The Resurrection is real, and it changes everything!
